Regular Meeting Minutes

August 15, 2011
Hanover Township Building

Mr. LaValla called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Board members attending were Chairman John LaValla, Vice-Chairman Dawn Paden, Treasurer Nancy Voelker, Secretary Tim Seech, Assistant Secretary/Treasurer Dr. Leonard Pensis, Project Engineer John Rae, Solicitor John Salopek and Frank Paganie , Part Time Secretary 
Kathryn LaValla, Office Manager Diane DiBattista. As well as approximately 10 township residents property owners.  

Mr. LaValla asked for corrections or additions to the minutes of August 15, 2011 meeting. 
Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the August 15, 2011, minutes as presented; seconded by Nancy Voelker; Motion carried.
Mrs. Voelker presented the Treasurer’s Report for August 15, 2011, beginning balance in the Operating and Expense Account as of July 1, 2011 of $23,253.59, July deposits of $26,204.54 and July expenditures of $14,098.97, ending balance $35,359.16; transferred $55,045.00 from Tap Fund Account #3544 to Pennvest Account #9763. Balance in the Pennvest Account on July 31, 2011 was $70,360.74.  Balance in Tap Fund Account on July 31, 2011 was $302,283.69. Construction Fund Account balance was $262,714.89. Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 

Mrs. DiBattista provided invoices paid prior to this meeting of $4,043.56 and total bills to be paid $10,771.58 for a total amount of $14,815.14. Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay the invoices minus the HTSA Payroll and Payroll Taxes total of $11,501.54; seconded by Mrs. Paden; Motion carried. 
Mrs. Paden made a motion to pay HTSA Payroll and Payroll Taxes for a total amount of $3,313.68; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Role Call – Tim Seech – yes; Dr. Pensis – yes; Dawn Paden – yes; John LaValla and Nancy Voelker – abstain; Motion carried. (All Bills Paid)

Under old business,  To place order for safety equipment; Phase 2 Prepayment letters went out; Mr. Rae is still working on the expansion of service area; Phase I back pressure valves have been ordered.  Pump Station Electrical Panel Roofs we are waiting on reply from bids.  Phase II Pump Station Right-of-Way continues to work on this to be completed.

Solicitor’s Report – Mr. Salopek said he did not have anything to report at this time. 
Engineer Report;  Mr. Seech made a motion to accept Requisition No. P2-5 in the amount of $244,643.16; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 
Mrs. Paden made a motion to approve Requisition #72 for payment in the amount of $2,034.62; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion Carried.  
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Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept payment Request #4 from Pennvest amount of $23,825.34; seconded by Mrs. Voelker; Motion carried.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion for H2O Grant reimbursement Request #3 for $60,740.00; seconded by Mrs. Paden; Motion carried.
Under new business, Mr. LaValla mentioned that with Phase II there will be more people coming to the meetings with issues, to help with the meetings like to start a public comment section at the beginning of the meeting their will be a sign up sheet on the desk when they walk in.  Sign up with name and comment and total time of comments will last 30 minutes. This way they won’t have to stay for the full meeting.  We can have this after the role call. We will have this starting next meeting.
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to authorize up to $200.00 to purchase a refrigerator for the office; seconded by Mrs. Paden; Motion carried.
Mr. Seech made a motion to approve resident (#498) Installment Payment Plan; seconded by 

Dr. Pensis; Motion carried.

Mr. LaValla mentioned that  at the last meeting we talked about getting information on the odor coming from Devils Den, Mark Lashhorn received some information from Purafil Company to approve replacement carbon filters to use at Devils Den to check if that will take care of the odor. Mrs. Paden made a motion to approve purchase order with carbon filters replacement cartridge and hardware for total of $1,270.00 plus shipping and handling; seconded by Mr. Seech; Motion carried.
Mrs. Paden made a motion to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mr. Seech; Motion carried.
