
 Hanover Township Sewer Authority

Regular Meeting Minutes

July 18, 2011
Hanover Township Building

Mr. LaValla called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Board members attending were Chairman John LaValla, Vice-Chairman Dawn Paden, Treasurer Nancy Voelker, Secretary Tim Seech, Assistant Secretary/Treasurer Dr. Leonard Pensis, Project Engineer John Rae, Solicitor John Salopek and Frank Paganie , Office Manager Diane DiBattista.  As well as approximately 10 township residents/property owners.  

Mr. LaValla asked for corrections or additions to the minutes of June 20, 2011 meeting. 
Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the minutes as presented; seconded by Dr. Pensis;
Motion carried.
Mrs. Voelker presented the Treasurer’s Report for June 20, 2011, beginning balance in the Operating and Expense Account as of June 1, 2011 of $24,613.80, June deposits of $34,703.38 and June expenditures of $27,212.59, ending balance $23,253.59; transferred $6,149.00 from Tap Fund Account to Operating Account #8787, transferred $15,000.00 from Operating Account #8787 to Pennvest Account #9763. Balance in the Pennvest Account on June 30, 2011 was $37,000.00.  Balance in Tap Fund Account on June 30, 2011 was $302,283.69. Construction Fund Account balance was $128,361.24. Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 

Mrs. DiBattista provided invoices paid prior to this meeting of $2,702.54 and total bills to be paid $9,317.37 for a total amount of $12,019.91. Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay the bills as presented for $12,019.91; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 

Under old business, a discussion ensued pertaining to the payment of a storage bill to Mr. David Miller for grinder pumps and miscellaneous charges.  Dr. Pensis made a motion to pay the bill in the amount of $2,709.50; seconded by Mr. Seech; Motion carried.
Mr. LaValla mentioned the prepayment letter.  Changes made per solicitor’s recommendations. Rate schedule change discussed.  Mrs. Paden made a motion to establish the Tap-in fee in the amount of $4,000.00 if the tapping fee is paid after the expiration of the 60-day Notice to Connect period; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 
Mr. LaValla make a motion to authorize Mrs. DiBattista, the Office Manager, to send out the Prepayment Letter to all potential Phase II customers. Mrs. Voelker made a motion to authorize Mrs. DiBattista to send out the Prepayment Letter to all potential Phase II customers; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried.
The solicitor reported that he is going to FedEx final payment of $2,500.00 for the stipulated civil penalty will go out on July 19, 2011. 
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Mr. Salopek asked for clarification of “vacancy rate.”  Mr. LaValla mentioned that we charge a $55.00 vacancy rate for owners that are not living in these home.  They are habitable. We are not charging empty lots with no building. (in regards to Huehn/Parkins we lien his property if you continue paying the vacancy rate of $55.00 you would be able to continue having the tap-fee  of $3,500.00.  If you do not pay the vacancy rate, you lose the tap fee rate.)
Mr. LaValla mentioned what we do about vacant buildings and commercial buildings.  

Mr. Rae said that when they go south for the winter they are charged vacancy rate until they return home in the spring. Mr. Lavalla if there is an empty office building that has water service but not turned on.  Mr. Salopek residents cannot say that they are not going to pay the sewer bill and turn the water off or not going to connect, residents are paying the availability of the service.  If it is available, you have to pay.

If a building is uninhabitable, it can be turned into habitable unless the pipes are filled with cement and removing all the fixtures. No possibility using the facility at the property.

that they are not in the sewage planning.  Mr. Rae mentioned that we need to look at Act 537 sewage planning rough estimate to add areas in the planning for Phase II.

Mr. LaValla make a motion to authorize Gannett Fleming to do a preliminary review of the expansion service area from Ranch Inn on Steubenville Pike to the Bavington Inn on Steubenville Pike. Mr. Lavalla make a motion to adjourn at approximately 10:15 pm, Mr. Seech made a motion to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mrs. Paden; Motion carried.

If you do not have the full $3,600.00 paid by the time your 60 days is expired. Then you will be charged the tap fee of $4,000.00 tap fee plus $100.00 for application fee.  There will be no refunds of the money paid towards your Account.
