Regular Meeting Minutes

June 20, 2011
Hanover Township Building

Mr. Lavalla called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Board members attending were Chairman John Lavalla, Vice-Chairman Dawn Paden, Treasurer Nancy Voelker, Secretary Tim Seech, Assistant Secretary/Treasurer Dr. Leonard Pensis, Project Engineer John Rae, Solicitor John Salopek , Office Manager Diane DiBattista.  As well as approximately 10 township residents/property owners.  

Mr. Lavalla mentioned that there was an Executive Meeting held prior to the meeting for Personnel matters.

Mr. Lavalla asked for corrections or additions to the minutes of May 16, 2011 meeting. 
Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the minutes as presented; seconded by Mrs. Voelker;
Motion carried.
Mr. Lavalla asked for corrections or additions to the minutes of June 6, 2011 meeting. 
Mrs. Voelker made a motion to accept the minutes as presented; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried.

Mrs. Voelker presented the Treasurer’s Report for June 20, 2011, beginning balance in the Operating and Expense Account as of May 1, 2011 of $24,391.63, May deposits of $25,110.01 and May expenditures of $13,887.84, ending balance $24,613.80; transferred $39,204.32 from Tap Fund Account to Operating Account #8787, transferred $11,000.00 from Operating Account #8787 to Pennvest Account #9763. Balance in the Pennvest Account on May 31, 2011 was $43,368.52.  Balance in Tap Fund Account on May 31, 2011 was $44,393.94. Mrs. Paden made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented; seconded by Dr. Pensis; Motion carried. 

Mrs. DiBattista provided invoices paid prior to this meeting of $3,039.04 and total bills to be paid $14,740.02 for a total amount of $17,779.06. Mrs. Paden made a motion to pay the bills as presented for $17,779.06; seconded by Mrs. Voelker; Motion carried. 

Under old business, Mrs. Paden mentioned that interviews have been going on for part time office clerks and we have two (2) candidates both of them are over qualified for the position and both of prior commitments and flexible schedules. We decided to hire both of them and work their schedules. This will be presented to them and if they would do this. Mrs. Paden mentioned that we will hire the two (2) and will offer them a total between the two (2) up to 24 hours a week. Motion made by Mrs. Paden to hire Patricia Garrett and Kathryn LaValla as part time office clerks to work a combined maximum of 24 hours each week at $8.00 per hour, beginning June 21, 2011; seconded by Dr Pensis;  (Kathryn LaValla is John Lavalla’s daughter he needs to abstain and Patricia Garrett is Nancy Voelker’s daughter she needs to abstain).
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Mr. Lavalla asked for a Roll call, Mr. Seech – yes; Dr. Pensis – yes; Mrs. Paden – yes; 

Mrs. Voelker – abstain; Mr. Lavalla – abstain; Motion passed.

Mr. Lavalla mentioned the early Payment Plan letter.  Mrs. Paden’s letter will give residents a chance to prepay on their tap in fee for Phase II.  Once the system is completed and the 60 day connected, letter goes out and the time is up that is when the price of the tap fee is changed. Mr. Salopek will look over the draft letter.
Solicitor Report, Mr. Salopek mentioned Consent Decree received email from Bruce Herschlag did not send the $2,500.00 check in yet.  Mr. Salopek will mail the check and send a letter noting that we are working on the SOP.
Mr. Reitz gave two (2)  executed copies of the Second Amendment Developer’s agreement compared  Mr. Reitz and  Mr. Possner – Attorney has made every change requested. 

Mr. Lavalla make a motion to authorize the execution of the Second Amendment to the Developer’s Agreement for Sewer Facility with WCCED. Mr. Rae mentioned summit payment request form for H2O Grant of $320,860.00.

Mr. Rae mentioned P2-1 in the amount of $499,772.78 beginning didn’t have a balance on the line of credit made a request to Pennvest loan was $890,038.72. Partial applied to Phase II the remainder was reimbursement for Phase I and Phase II cost.  This will leave a balance on line of credit. Draw down but will not get a 100% back, have to put in the local share as it goes on.
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Under new business, Mr. Lavalla mentioned the Late Connection Penalty letter Mr. Lavalla and Mrs. Paden will work on this.

Mr. Lavalla mentioned on Rules and Regulation on vacant property regulation on empty commercial buildings in Phase II no problems with it just vacant, also vacant homes. On the vacancy rate just because the building is vacant does not mean that cannot be used or not going to be used. If a building is vacant are we going to bypass it and not tap it.  Mr. Salopek mentioned that having facilities that are useable (whether they are not being used nor have water), as long as it can be habitable. Using concrete to fill the drains and disconnect all the facility and we would consider this not a habitable structure. We did this in Phase I.
Mr. Seech mentioned as long as we are consistent.

Mr. Lavalla make a motion to adjourn at approximately 8:55 pm, Mrs. Voelker made a motion to adjourn the meeting; seconded by Mr. Seech; Motion carried.
