Regular Meeting Minutes

June 6, 2011
Hanover Township Building

Mr. Lavalla called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Board members attending were Chairman John Lavalla, Vice-Chairman Dawn Paden, Treasurer Nancy Voelker, Assistant Secretary/Treasurer Dr. Leonard Pensis, Project Engineer John Rae, Solicitor John Salopek and Frank Paganie, Office Manager Diane DiBattista.  As well as approximately 10 township residents/property owners.  

Mr. Lavalla announced at this meeting there will be no Minutes, Treasurer’s Report, Invoice Report. Phase II Project discussions. 
Correspondence Mr. Lavalla mentioned the letter from David Miller on loading 101 pumps.

Mr. Lavalla did Mr. Miller have to use his equipment to get it on Mark Lashhorn’s truck because didn’t have the capability.  Dr. Pensis said that he had to handle by hand. Mrs. Paden said that he was able to unload it at the Old Township Building.  Mr. Salopek said have we talked to Mr. Miller before we took the material out of the Warehouse.  Mrs. Paden said no Mark Lashhorn talked to him. Mrs. Paden said we are not paying the invoice Mr. Lavalla agreed. Mr. Lavalla mentioned to get the invoice broken down with more information.
Mrs. Paden said on Old Business we are still working on getting the information on Pennsylvania American Water meter sizes.

Mr. Lavalla mentioned to Mrs. Paden about receiving resumes for the part time position work on this to get more help for Phase II
Mr. Salopek mentioned that Frank Paganie worked on all the claims that Mr. Turturice filed 

June 2010 the last hearing for Mr. Michaels and that will be held Thursday June 9, 2011. Everyone else has connected to the system that Mr. Turturice filed.  Tapping fee was paid and did not hook up at that time of filing the claims.
Next group would be the ones that have not paid the tapping fee and have not connected to the system. We lien the property.  Instead of filing 20 at a time we will file five (5) at a time.  The hearing at 11:00 am on Thursday.  This will be the last claim.

Mr. Salopek mentioned on the property at 34 Russ Street owned by Mr. Huehn, under a land contract with Mr. Parkin. There is no basis of giving the new owner credit for something that the owner did not pay.  The $1,276.00 inside the purchase price, but there is no consideration they do have to pay this bill. They will be tearing this trailer down and we will charge them for vacancy rate. There is a tap fee lien on this property. Continue to pay the remainder of the bill and $55.00 for vacancy rate, the abandoning of your tap building or you can get concrete and fill all traps. No problem if he goes on the payment plan for tapping fee.

Mrs. Paden went over to Mr. Granger’s and the electrical inspector has been at the property. He pulled all the electric except for one apartment they will only have enough on one apartment to do the inspection. This will be the one we would use for the grinder pump. We would need to have something written that if there will be something added later on he would have to pay the remainder. Mr. Salopek that he is only getting one pump and one unit, he will draft a letter.

Mrs. Paden the entire units tie into one they would have to disconnect the ones not being used.   Mr. Salopek in the letter Mr. Granger would have to pay for any other units and in the future if it will be five or six individual pumps or duplex pumps.  
Mr. Lavalla mentioned to Mr. Salopek that the Township 150 feet are we able to change theirs
