Mrs. DiBattista provided invoices paid prior of $2,730.17 and Part Time Payroll total $800.00; bills to be paid $28,313.28; total amount of $31,043.45. Mrs. Voelker made a motion to pay the invoices exclude the HTSA Payroll total of $31,043.45; seconded by Mrs. Paden; Motion carried.
